4. Itemized budget. List the estimated expenses to be covered by grant funds. List all expenses in the following categories: Transportation, Housing, Food, Materials, and Other Related Expenses. Note that the limit for reimbursement is $1,000. 
5. A letter of support of the proposal from a faculty mentor.
6. Evidence of IRB approval (if human participants are involved) will be necessary before reimbursement is granted.
